With a James Braid designed course, a grade 1 listed Jacobean clubhouse and a traditional atmosphere the ‘Woodsome Experience’ is one to savour for that special golfing trip or on a regular basis as a member.

The Hall at Woodsome has references as far back to 1086 AD, but more significantly the Jacobean Crook House, or the 'new' Woodsome Hall, became the residence of Arthur and Beatrix Kaye following their marriage in 1517. The large clock in the oak panelled dining room still works as it
did back in 1652 when Charles II was on the throne and Oliver Cromwell was 52 years old.

The current course was designed by the legendary James Braid, following his visit in 1929. The original course was laid out by the firm of Harry Colt and Alistair McKenzie in 1923 resulting in a fine test of golf for players of all abilities. Peter Alliss previously commented on the 'hidden gem' that is Woodsome Hall. The first tee is arguably one of the best that you will experience anywhere. Accuracy is a pre-requisite for good scoring and the bunkers completed on part of the course during the winter 2009/2010 have toughened the par of 70 to standard scratch 71 .

We are delighted to welcome friends old and new to share our “little gem”. I have no doubt that you will have a truly memorable time taking in the delights and charm that is Woodsome, both on and off the course.
